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Sociology is often 

described as the 

study of social inter-

action and change.  

But what does this 

mean?  Sociologists 

seek to investigate 

and report on the ways in which the social forc-

es we are  embedded in (e.g., cultural norms 

and values, economic change and inequality, 

political change and public policy), impact our 

lives.  Because social forces are often hidden 

and largely beyond the control of single individu-

als, knowledge of, and an ability to apply socio-

logical theory and research methods can help 

facilitate positive social change by empowering 

individuals and communities  to effectively ad-

dress the social problems and injustices they 

face.  In this way sociology can be thought of as 

a ‘martial art’, or a means of self-defense 

against powerful sets of circumstances (cf. Bour-

dieu). 

C A R E E R  O P T I O N S  F O R  

S O C I O L O G Y  M A J O R S !  

Sociology is a very broad field of study that allows 

students many options upon graduation.  Moreover,  

sociology majors usually enjoy their classes and 

chosen field of study!  A recent study by the Ameri-

can Sociological Association (ASA), found that gradu-

ates of BA sociology programs report that their 

coursework was both engaging and personally rele-

vant to the issues, concerns, and problems they 

faced in  their own lives.  A BA Degree in Sociology 

provides students with a diverse set of skills and a 

breadth of knowledge valuable across a variety of 

fields (Fig. 1 Opposite Page).  This is part of the rea-

son why Sociology graduates experience very high 

levels of job satisfaction (ASA, 2007).
